When using an éxtension cord, be sure {0
use one heavy enough 1o carry the cumrent your product will
draw, An undersized extension cord will cause a drop in ling
voltage resulting in loss of power and overheating Table 1
shows the corect size to use depending on cord length and
nameplale ampere rating. If in doubt, use the next heavier
gauge. The smaller the gauge number, the heavier the cord.
To reduce the risk of disconnection of hedge trimmer cord
from the extension cord during operating, pleass make a
knaot as shown in Flgure 1.
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10) Avoid unintentional Starting - Don't carry plugged-in
hedge trimmer with finger on swiich, Be sure swilch is
off when plugging in.

11) Don't Abuse Cord - Never carry hedge tnmmer by
cord ar yank It to disconnect from receptacle. Keep
cord from heal, oil, and sharp adges.

12) Danger - Risk of Cut - Keep Hands Away From
Blades - Keep bolh hands on handlas when power is
on

13) Don't Force Hedge Trimmer - lwill do the job better
and with less likelihood of a risk of injury at the rate for
which it was designed,
